Post-TAG3 proposal as posted on TAG Teams MOU

* Black Kite Milvus migrans has been split resulting in a new raptor species within the geographic extent of
the MOU —Yellow-billed Kite Milvus aegyptius

* Yellow-billed Kite considered at least a partial intra-African migrant by Ferguson-Lees & Christie (2001)
‘Raptors of the World’ and Clark & Davies (2018) ‘African Raptors’; movements described in Annex A of
Doc 6.2b) appear to meet the CMS definition of ‘migratory’

* A TAG representative from Africa voiced agreement that Yellow-billed Kite meets the CMS definition of
migratory and no responses to the contrary on Teams, so TAG should propose that both elements of the
split be retained in Annex 1, which means effectively adding Yellow-billed Kite to Annex 1

Re: Eurasian Scops Owl Otus scops which is on Annex 1, the distribution of the nominate no
longer includes Cyprus because a taxonomic split results in a newly recognised species O.
cypria Cyprus Scops Owl. O. cypria is non-migratory so does not need to be listed on Annex 1
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CMS definition of ‘migratory’ 5
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A reminder of the CMS definition of ‘migratory’:

CMS - ‘the entire population or any geographically separate part of the population of any species or lower
taxon of wild animals, a significant proportion of whose members cyclically and predictably cross one or more
national jurisdictional boundaries’

And the clarification of terms provided in CMS resolution 13.7:

‘In the interpretation of the term "migratory species" in Article 1, paragraph 1 The word "cyclically" in the
phrase "cyclically and predictably" relates to a cycle of any nature, such as astronomical (circadian, annual etc.), life
or climatic, and of any frequency;

-The word "predictably" in the phrase "cyclically and predictably" implies that a phenomenon can be
anticipated to recur in a given set of circumstances, though not necessarily regularly in time

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Reminder of purpose of Table 1

In Table 1 of the MOU, Annex 1 species are divided into three categories depending on their
global and regional conservation status:

* Category 1 Globally threatened and Near Threatened species as defined according to the
latest IUCN Red List and listed as such in the BirdLife International World Bird Database

* Category 2 Species considered to have Unfavourable Conservation Status at a regional level
within the Range States and territories listed in Annex 2 to the MoU

* Category 3—all other migratory species
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More on Category 2 of Table 1, Annex 3 Q

Category 2 is ‘Species that are considered to have Unfavourable Conservation Status at a regional
level within the area (defined in Annex 2) of the MoU. Effectively this comprises Annex 1 species
which are Least Concern on the Global IUCN Red List, but are either:

a) Listed as threatened or Near Threatened on the latest European Red List of Birds; or,

b) On the basis of BirdLife International latest data, would meet criteria to be considered as Species of
European Conservation Concern -SPEC1, SPEC2 or SPEC 3 (as in BirdLife International (2004) Birds in
Europe: population estimates, trends and conservation status. Cambridge, UK: BirdLife International
Conservation Series No. 12); or,

c) Have a declining global population trend according to the latest data in Birdlife International
database.
